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Abstract

The “Riddle of Sphinx” not only contains metaphors about the essence of “human”, but also sym-
bolizes the complexity and contradictions in the process of social development in the context of
social existence, with a special metaphorical meaning of “historical mystery”. Marxist theory is
precisely through analyzing economic structure, class contradictions, and historical development
laws, in order to solve social problems and promote social progress, which has an inherent theo-
retical fit with the “Riddle of Sphinx”. Its historical materialism and dialectical materialism pro-
vide a theoretical perspective for understanding the essence of social existence and the laws of
internal contradiction movement, and thus provide the power of “knowledge” for humanity on the
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path of historical development, defeating the “giant beasts” that block the way, and continuously
solving the problems of social development.
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
