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Abstract

Much practical experience has been gained in this century on flipped classroom, an emerging
teaching mode, also known as efficient classroom. It is generally believed that flipped classroom
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has many advantages, but there has been inadequate research and practice on it in China. Its cha-
racteristics make it more applicable to some courses than others. Based on a questionnaire and
survey of teachers and students in a prestigious university and document analysis, this paper
summarizes the current strengths and challenges of flipped classroom and studies the methods of
application of flipped classroom in English courses, so as to provide experience for the innovation
and reform of flipped classroom in domestic universities.
