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Abstract

As one of the main activities of social media use, selfie behavior refers to the behavior of me or
others using a camera to take photos or videos containing my appearance information, then edit-
ing and selecting the results, and publishing them on social networks. This behavior may also be
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accompanied by browsing and social interaction related to selfies on social networks. At present,
researches mainly define and measure the selfie behavior in terms of concept and process, and
measures selfie behavior from a process perspective. The motivations for selfie behavior mainly
include five types: social interaction, obtaining feedback, recording and archiving, self presen-
ta-tion, and leisure entertainment. From the perspective of psychoanalysis, adhesive identification
and self-object need may be the influencing factors of psychological needs to strengthen selfie be-
havior. Therefore, in order to further clarify the relationship between selfie behavior and mental
health, enable individuals to use selfies more healthily, future research needs to develop unified
and effective selfie measurement tools; Increase exploration of the internal motivation of selfies
and its relationship with selfie behavior; By enriching research methods on selfie behavior and
exploring the influencing factors related to selfie motivation, we aim to clarify the internal me-
chanisms between selfie behavior and mental health.
