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Abstract

Traditional dance has a very long history and is an important carrier of traditional cultural inhe-
ritance with distinct ethnic and regional characteristics. From the perspective of intangible cul-
tural heritage, the protection of traditional dance is an extremely important task. This article
takes Chinese Nuo dance and South Korean Fengshan Masquerade dance as examples to compare
and study the current situation of traditional dance in China and South Korea, and explores how to
improve the protection and inheritance measures of intangible cultural heritage dance more ef-
fectively. By promoting the mechanism of inheritors, coordinating the development of social pub-
lic cultural services, integrating modern culture, and increasing the application of digital technol-
ogy, we can promote the inheritance and innovative development of Chinese and South Korean
traditional dance.
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
