Abstract

The issue of cultivating college students’ sense of social responsibility in the new era is attracting
more and more attention from families, schools, society and scholars. This study focuses on the
relationship between social class, belief in a just world, growth experience and social responsibil-
ity of college students, and explores the mediating role of belief in a just world and growth expe-
rience between social class and social responsibility. 309 subjects were randomly selected and
investigated by using the Subjective Social Class Scale, the World of Justice Belief Scale, the Ado-
lescent Life Events Scale and the College Student Social Responsibility Scale. The results showed
that: 1) Social class, belief in a just world and growth experience all had significant negative pre-
dictive effect on social responsibility. 2) Belief in a just world and growth experience play a partial
mediating role in the influence of social class on college students’ social responsibility. 3) Belief in
a just world and growth experience play a chain mediating role in the influence of social class on
college students’ social responsibility.
