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Abstract

Revitalizing rural culture is the primary task of inheriting China’s traditional culture. With the
proposal of the rural revitalization strategy, rural revitalization has achieved outstanding re-
sults, but rural cultural revitalization has become an empty slogan and a flower coat in some
areas.
