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Abstract

Currently, some hot social issues such as medical disturbance, violence to doctors and killing doc-
tors lead to some practical problems, such as the physical and mental damage of medical workers.
Combined with the needs of the construction and development of new medical departments, we
surveyed 339 undergraduates who took the course and passed the examination by anonymity to
understand the needs of medical students for forensic medicine knowledge, analyze the curricu-
lum construction and reform, help the new medical talent training. This can help medical students
to truly realize the transition of knowledge and skills from “learning” to “using” in their future
work, in order to make students better adapt to the future positions and social needs through
learning.
