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Abstract

Based on the hierarchy of needs theory, by using the data from the 2018 China Elderly Social
Tracking Survey aims to understand the impact of children’s educational level on the purchase of
elderly care services for the elderly in urban and rural areas, and to expand the factors affecting
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the purchase of elderly care services from the purchaser to the purchaser’s influence. The analysis
results show that at present, the elderly in our country whose children are more educated are
more willing to purchase elderly care services. Socialized elderly care services are also a supple-
ment to the support function of children and alleviate the burden of children’s elderly care. Taking
the situation of the children of the elderly into consideration will make the formulation of the el-
derly care service plan more scientific and effective.
