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Abstract

Eugene O’Neill admired Eastern thought, and his representative work Long Day’s Journey into
Night reflects the influence of Taoist philosophy. However, cultural misinterpretation is inevitable
in the exchange of heterogeneous cultures, and O’Neill’s understanding of Taoist thought is no ex-
ception. This paper interprets O’Neill’s misinterpretation and variation of Taoist thought in Long
Day'’s Journey into Night from the perspective of variation theory, focusing particularly on his mis-
interpretation of the core Taoist concepts of “Tao” and “Wu Wei.” The analysis reveals that these
creative misinterpretations imbue O’Neill’s late works with unique charm and appeal, making
them key to understanding his oeuvre. Furthermore, the paper argues that cultural misinterpre-
tation is inevitable when different cultures encounter each other. Nonetheless, in the context of
cross-cultural communication, it is important to adopt a tolerant attitude towards cultural misin-
terpretation. Only through the mirror of other cultures can we gain a clearer understanding of our
own cultural imprints and thereby promote the integration and transcendence of both civiliza-
tions in a dynamic relationship of mutual learning.
