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Abstract

This study, using data from one of the centers in New Oriental, focuses on a quantitative analysis of
students’ GRE verbal scores, as well as their TOEFL/IELTS reading scores. In the meantime, the study
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presents several statistical methods to compare the GRE verbal performance of TOEFL test-takers
and IELTS test-takers, exploring the correlation between these tests, and investigating the implica-
tions for future GRE preparation for both TOEFL and IELTS students.
